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The Paradox of Eternal Life

Wherein you are directed to your own inescapable
self-inclusion in the singular reality of Eterna Life.

“The nature of the human consciousnessisadefinition of
itsexistent self.” Eachone of usisevolved or involved in that
definition of existence. What an exciting possibility! In the
aspects of that, we suffer from the existent associations of
ourselves. Isthistrue? Yes!

Good, now let’smoveto an admission of singular inclusion.
I’m just curiousto see whether at some point, aswe progress
in the nature of our individual transformations, this will be
reasonably recognized as factual. The nature of the human
consciousnessisadefinition of itsexistent self.

Thisisexpressedin the fundamental teachings of Jesus of
Nazareth from the very beginning of his ministry — you might
say fromthe point of hisillumination, allowing for hisbaptism
at which time God said: Thisismy beloved Soninwhom| am
well pleased. (Matthew 3:17) Those of you to whom this has
occurred are cognizant of what | am saying inthisregard. All
Jesus of Nazareth ever said from that moment on is that you
are perfect as God created you and that all of your conceptual
associations of existent form are not real. At no point, if you
pick up any part of Jesus’ teachings, does he say anything but
this. Not only does heinform you from hisown certainty that
thisistrue, but he directsyou that contained, inherently inyour
existent human association, is the “self-certainty” by which
you are using the power of your individual thought processes
to both deny, and affirm, the Reality of God.



Thisisthe message of his Sermon on the Mount. (Matthew
5-7) Itisastatement of your entirety of Self and the manner of
itsrecapitul ation through defensel essness and extended service.
All of the teachings of Jesus, obviously, as a whole human
association transformed, are contained in Sermon on the M ount,
and aredirectly and immediately and inevitably not accepted
by your “objective conditional reality.”

Listen to me. If we could start with the premise that the
teaching is not acceptable to you, we could make progress
immediately. As long as you believe some aspect of the
problem, or the solution, can be determined within your own
conceptual mind, you will suffer from the condition of
conceptualism, whichisinherently, if thereisasource of total
singular eternally-creative Reality, false! That is, separationis
impossibleif, infact, God iswholeand real and perfect. Now
we have the dilemma. We a so have the solution.

If the dilemmais separation, the admission of the separation
and the inclusion of the entirety of you must afford you a
solution to the problem, since you are obviously an expression
of the problem. Why isn’t it, then, if | pick up the Coursein
Miracles, orif | pick up the Sermon onthe Mount, that thereis
not an immediate admission of the necessity for thetotality of
non-definition?

That is, why doesn’t the consciousness immediately say,
“Oh, | see what you mean. Do you mean that none of meis
true?” Contained intheanswer to that questionistheillogical
necessity to explainto any self-existent reality what it is!



“Oh, | see; none of meisreal” isasureindication that the
self-association believes a portion of it is true. Otherwise it
would not be ableto, or indeed have need to, affirm that it was
not! Into thisimpossible situation come the teacher s of God.
Did anybody hear this? | hope so.

Say tome, “l analawyer.” All: “I analawyer.”

Say to me, “Lawyers aways lie.” All: “Lawyers aways
lie”

Isthat thetruth? All: Yes.

“How canit be, if you alwayslie?’

“Well, not this time!” That's the whole problem. If this

satement isthetruth, then lawyersdon’t dwayslie. But if you're
telling thetruth, you' relying.

I’mnot solving it for you, I’ mjust trying to let you seethe
dilemmaof the paradox of attempting to teach in the separation
of thecauseand theeffect. I’m not surehow clear that wasto you.

A CourselnMiraclesteachesthat any sequential association
will bring a result that is not real because it is aready past.
That's one of the easier ways to avoid the dilemma of the
paradox of an assertion of an unreality based on an attempt to
makeit real within thelimited parameters of the consciousness.
In any particular sense, obvioudly, all conceptual thought is
paradoxical by the separation of cause and effect. Thereis
actually no solution to the problem. Fortunately!

But, inevitably, the human perceptual mind will continue
to spin around on the possibility that thereis adefinition that
will gratify the totality of itsown mind. Itisliteraly not so.
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Thisis precisely and exactly why you need amiracle, or that
theteaching must be only to thergection of all of the definitions
of yourself in order to have the experience of anew transfor-
mativereality. You are contained in the temporal invention of
your own objective location. All of the apparent instructional
modalitiesof intervention will appear to both verify and justify
your meaningless conditional self-consciousness. What an
impossible predicament!

Now, if | declare to you the falsity of the mechanisms of
my teaching, it may not be understandableto you. | will give
youanexample: | amliteraly telling you that thereisnoreality
in the method of teaching A Course In Miracles. That would
haveto betrueif none of thisistrue. Obviously, the method
by which you would come to know “thisis not true” would
also be not true. Thereisno solution to this problem, except
the paradoxical statementsthat will be contained inthe Course
in Miracles. Very smply, “the impossible happened.” Very
simply, “theimpossible did not happen.”

Since you are trapped in space/time, in the association of
the cause and the effect, you must be apart of the containment
of the analyzation of the beginning and end, inherent in the
possibility of the separation. Of course!

Say tome, “1’ve been aliar from the beginning.”
All: “I’vebeen aliar from the beginning.”
That’'strue?All: Yes!

WEell, you areatruthful liar!



Do you seewhat the conceptual mind is capable of doing?
To that conceptual mind it will betruethat heisaliar. Now he
iscaught in acontinuing lying situation which will betruefor
him. What an incredible situation.

| lovethe solution of the Coursein Miracles. It teachesyou
that time is over, and that your conceptual, temporal associa
tionsarealwayspast. Let’sseeif | can takethat to aquantum
leap to “now” which isthe only timethereis. Ready?

All: ' @#?& 3<d T
All right, holdit! You' rejumping my logic!
| seemany of you arereaching my conclusionsbeforel do.

That's called revelatory thinking. It's arelease of the ne-
cessity for your individual minds to determine what the hell
I’ m talking about!

Becauseintruth, I’ m not talking about anything!
Reality isnot about something.
Reality isnot about having thoughts; itisbeing who | am.

Obvioudly thisis not acceptable to the human condition
which must definethereligion of itsthoughts as separate from
the holistic science of itsfundamental awareness.

Teilhard de Chardin, the enlightened pal eontol ogist/priest,
who is a positive assertion of “the evolutionary revelation
necessary to remember your own Universal Mind,” was
rejected both by the Jesuits and by the scientific community,
and wasn’t allowed to publish anything until after hisapparent
demise. Thisisasrecent as 1955.
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But the definitive correspondencein the action of hismind
isasureindication of hisown certain self-realization that “the
conceptual mind of man, by definition, physically, could be
convertedto thereality of Universal Mind.”

So we arein the paradox of judgment.
“All judgment isfalse” isaform of judgment.

Wow! Let metry it in space/timefor you. 1'll show you
the paradox of so-called growth: “At no single moment can
you determine achange from one aspect to another.” Thisisa
simplefact of the matter. If you observe achild growing and
you look at apicture of two yearsago, and he hasgrown three
inches, at no moment can you determine when that growth
occurred.

Your attemptsto determine when that growth occurred are
what’slocking you in space/time sequentiality. 1t doesn’'t seem
as though it does, but your mind is incapable of instantan-
eousness, because your observation of the growth iscontained
inapast association of it, and must be compared to subsequent
identities within the factoring of sequential time. Do you
understand that? Thisisastatement of fact.

If | wereto takeatadpole, if | had asequencein frames of
reference, and watched atadpol e evolveto afrog, at no moment
could | determine when it was between being atadpole and a
frog. Why? Because at any moment its past is gone and its
future not yet. It is, as Jesus calls it in the Course, a “Holy
Instant of Singular Truth.”

It closes the gap between the causes and effects of any
conceptual involvement. Itisamoment of lossof necessity for
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any sequential continuity of thought patterns that justify the
apparent progression from “tadpoleto frog” or from “frog to
frog on alily pad.” It is a quantum leap to “the certainty of
perfect singular Self-Redlity.”

Here is the testament of Jesus, with that certainty,
performing his healing ministry of instant communication
through acts of love and forgiveness, using analogies and
parables vitalized through the bright correspondence of his
illuminate mind.

Listen to this simple reasoning that is so objectionable to
your separated (sinful) worldly self-establishment: Ye have
heard that it was said by themof old time (in memories), Thou
shalt not commit adultery; But | say unto you, That whosoever
looketh on awoman to lust after her hath committed adultery
with her already... (Matthew 5:27-28) All of your apparent bodily
actions, or those of “anybody” for that matter, can only
demongtrateideas about yoursdf. All of themareadready dways
over and gone. | don't think that this ssmple admonition is
acceptableto the structural objectivity of the human condition.
But then how could or would it be? Infact, hedemonstratesto
you directly hiscertainty that anything that can possibly occur
isalready contained within the aggregate predetermination of
your own conceptual identity of mind. He literally is saying,
“Nothingisoutsideof you.” “Outside of you thereisnothing.”

If you need to demand and demonstrate through weakness
and fear, “No, there is something outside of me that can be
sinful, and | am not a part of that,” al you are maintaining is
that thereisnototality of reality inthegrace of God. Thisisthe
whole Sermon on the Mount. It will be repeated again and
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again and againthat al of your judgmentsarewhat? Judgments
about yourself! And further, ajudgment about a self that has
noreality. ThisisACourselnMiracles. All of your judgments
aremeaningless! If yousinhere, you sinout there. Your brother
isareflection of your own mind. But thisisn’t any different
than it was 2,000 years ago. Why is it not acceptable? The
condition of rejection in perceptual mind isthe verification for
itsreality. Do you understand?

Let’'sseeif | can show you in another paradox. Here we
go — you can spin thisif you want to:

All ravensare black.

That obviously means that there are some white ravens.
You can kick that around all you want, but there must be an
aternative. Otherwise you would just say: All ravens are.
Canyou hear that? All ravensareblack hasto mean that there
IS some raven that is not black. It cannot not be so. Itisa
paradox that cannot be resolved except by the admission of
“What differenceisit going to make?’

Saying all ravenswill still necessitate adefinition of your
association with yourself — a self-conceptual identity that
literally blocksthereality of wholenessfrom your sight.

In Sermon on the Mount, when Jesus saysthat you’ ve got
the beam in your eye, never mind the mote in your brother’s
eye (Matthew 7:4), heissaying literally that your mindissplitin
judgment, and because of that thereisno way you can cometo
know thetruth about yourself. No part of conceptual association
istrue. Thisisan astonishing idea and its admission can be
truly enlightening.
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Now you are going to try to teach this. The admission of
the correspondence, that is, the necessity to teach at all, iswhere
the paradox occurs. If | said to you that all of my teaching is
totally meaningless, as Jesuswould say inthe Course— all of
your concepts are totally senseless — Your meaningless
thoughts are showing you a meaningless world (Lesson 11),
perhaps to you, and certainly to most so-called Course in
Miracles students, that becomes and remains a perceptual
observation. What nonsense! A perceptual observation of what
with what? Apparently a continuing analyzation of their
meaningless perceptua discernment of ameaninglessworld!

Listen to this: Everyone must come to know there is no
world. You are perfect as God created you. You are not from
here. Thereisnoworld. (Lesson132) Aretheseideasacceptable
to you? Therequirement obvioudly is, and thisistheteaching
of Jesus, that it be acceptable to you, since you are the
“adversary” contained within your own conceptual existence,
and reasonably somewherein timeyou will and did accept it.
Thisworld wasover avery longtimeago! That is, thereisno
separation or adversary to God in reality, except your own
perceptual/conceptual association with the nothingness of
yourself.

L et’stry one more paradox:
Say to me, “I’ ve only got adimeto my name.”
All: “I’veonly got adimeto my name.”

Here's another dime. Now you have less than you had
before.

I'll doit oncemore:
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“1 only haveadime, I’m very poor.”
Here'sanother dime. Now you are poorer.

Doeseveryone seethis? Of courseit’strue. I'mtwiceas
poor. Themoredimes| have, the poorer I'll be, because| define
myself aspoor by the limitation of the dimes.

“Oh, that’s nonsense. You keep giving me dimes until |
have a truckload of them, and I’ll come and dump a whole
truckload of dimesand show you how prosperous | am.”

All youreally haveisatruckload of meaningless memory
of poorness or weakness or lack. It’sapotential that you use
to sustain your temporal mortality until self-annihilation is
accomplished. I'll tell you that thisis nonsense. You are just
poorer and poorer because you are defining yourself by the
l[imitation of the necessity of your own existence!

What is the solution? Give the dime away! God only
gives. Many of you are experiencing the intensely happy
necessity to do the same. In the act of giving the dime away,
you will accumul ate the wealth of Universal Mind, not based
on the security of separation/possessing that the dime gaveyou
inyour own limitation of self-conception.

Wow! You're hearing me! You find this teaching very
exciting!
To those who have less, lesswill be given.

How does Jesus say it? ...from himthat hath not shall be
taken away even that which he hath. (Matthew 25:29) Thisisthe
wholeteaching. Thisisexhilaratingtolook at if youletit be!
Protect all things you value by the act of giving them away.
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(Lesson 187) Your definition of yourself is the limitation of
sickness, pain and death that you believe are your inevitable
endowment, and indeed they are, within the containment of
your own separation.

Mind isideabecause everything isanidea.
Deathisanidea Eterna Lifeisanidea
Your ideas about yourself aresimply unreal.

Remember that ideas leave not their source. You must
release them and set yourself free.

Obviously you are having experiences of theloss of your
conceptual identity. If you proceed with that, you will cometo
seethat the physical act of resurrectionisgoing oninthisplace
atthistime. Itisatotality of conceptual realization, not defined
within the limitation of temporal location. It isthe act of the
power of your mind expressed in the certainness of your
wholenessin Universal Mind.

So what isour premise here? That thisteachingisnot, in
this place and time, acceptable. But the question is not that.
Thequestionis, isit acceptableto you? It'sthewholeteaching
of Jesus. He says, “Your kingdom is not of thisworld.” He
says, you are not from here but from Heaven. All of the
requests he makes of you in His Gospel of Truth are dways
rejected totally by this world very simply because the
acceptance of themiswhat salvationis. Themoment they are
accepted by you, individualy, in the consort of your own
endeavor to remain separate, you will spring into Heaven. Quite
literally thisworld isan illusion of the concepts of your own
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determinationto resist theinevitabletransformation of you from
Separation to wholeness. So theadmonition*® | need do nothing”
isobviously not acceptable.

The next onethat will occur in Sermon on the Mount says
that if you judge your brother, they are going to lock you up
and throw you in the pit. That isinevitably going to be true,
because you are participating in theillusion of your previous
associ ated thoughts, and what you are doing unto your brother,
you aredoing unto yoursdlf. If | needtoreadittoyou, I'll readit.

It is going to rain on the good guys and the bad guys.
(Matthew 5:45) God istotally indiscriminate asto the necessity for
you to be perfect asyou are created. Obviously that must be
rejected, because you, as a conceptual consort, believe there
are methods by which you can cometo know thetruth. Thatis
literally impossible. If you could really be separate from God,
thereisno possibility that you could cometo know of asingular
Eternal Reality ssimply becausetherewouldn’t and couldn’t be
any! Doyou see? Thisisthe entire teaching of Jesus Christ.

Now you can say, “Well, Martin Luther taught the same
thing: sdvationthrough grace, never by judgmenta good works.”

Of course! So why don’t you be graceful and come to
God? Why areyou not willing to admit that thereareno devices
by which you can cometo know “whoyouredlly are,” because
“who you redlly are” isinevitablein the totality of your own
mind? It is not open to the self-incriminating argument of
limitation based on your own correspondence in space/time.
Areyou at | ast face-to-face with theimpossi ble dilemmaof not
knowing your own Self? | hope so. Now you, individually, can
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begin to undergo the process of the rel ease of the necessity for
the defense of your own conceptual self. Resist not evil. (Mathew
5:39) If | defend myself | am attacked. (Lesson 135)

| am sure that the visitors here wonder what is going on.
This, of course, isthe Workbook of A Course In Miracles.

Theproblem withthisisthat they will believethat somehow
you are consorting together through interpretive judgment to
reach conclusions about this teaching. Nonsense. Thisis to
inform you, directly, that your human circumstanceisonly a
denial and assault on the Source of your own Eternal Reality.

All of your establishments literally attack God! Do you
see why the teachings of Jesus are not acceptable? For you to
pretend they’ re acceptabl e to you must be nothing but adenial
of what they say. Just as any interpretation of the Course in
Miraclesisliterally an attack onitsauthor and hismessage. It
saysvery smply that you are perfect and whole as God created
you. That does not require a definition, and obviously any
definition would be adenial of your own wholeness.

You are not adefinition.
You are not ajudgmental association of anything.
All judgment isfalse, including this statement.

Accept this process. Otherwise you are going to end up
with: “All lawyersareliars.”

Isthat true? Yes, except thisone!

Now you arein the dilemmaof determining which part of
you istrue, and which part of you isfalse. From that, thereis
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no escape. Fortunately, if we can get you to seethat all of your
concepts are aways only past each moment, and that if you
don’t continueto hold onto and organize them in the definition
of yourself, you will not continue to sequence time to the
certainty of your own temporal demise.

It isamazing that the human condition accumul atesitsown
scarcity, because by its scarcity it defines its reality; that
fundamentally the more security it apparently has, the more
threat and doubt it must experience. | just came back to that
oneoncemore. Quiteliterally themoreit has, the more poverty.
It would have to be so, because its doubt is contained in its
necessity to accumulate or possess factual information within
itsown mind to justify itself. Noneof itistrue.

Inreality, attack and defense arethe sameidea. No matter
how much it accumulates, it cannot define when it will be
complete, because accumulation isadenial of the completion.
That’'savery ancient paradox. You could never definewhat is
the sufficiency of the association. Thewholeisnot the sum of
itsparts.

| am teaching you that any single moment is atotality of
timewithinitself, and that a pile of separate moments cannot
arrive at awhole continuity of reality. Itisimpossible.

But if that’strue, my solution would be only to let myself
be what | am as a wholeness in my own mind, without the
necessity to justify the accumulation of my past grievous
memories. Thisisthe Gospel of the New Testament.

Asyou judge you will bejudged. (Matthew 7:2)
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What goes around, comes around. Stop trying to get even.

You will believe that others do to you exactly what you
think you did to them. (Chapter 27) All painisself-inflicted.

What astrange placeyou’ rein wherethissmpletruth need
be rgected! So, what if you decided not to judge because all
judgment was only of yourself and fal se anyway?

Give to him that asketh...Love your enemies...Be the
children of your Father which isin heaven. (Matthew 6:42,44,45)

These, the true teachings of Jesus of Nazareth.
At last, the whole simple truth of you has found you out.

You wouldn’t dare to really begin practicing this, would
you? Could you? You would begin to forgive immediately.
Your self-imposed grievances would begin to disappear. You
would begin to undergo the experience of your own resurrection
immediately. Why would you not, except that you, individually,
areinadenia of it, contained within your own mind?!

You are hell-bent on retaining a necessity for adefinition
of this teaching. Yet all the definitions of these teachings,
according to the Author and Hisdirection, arefalseand forms
of denial. You are caught in “according to theteaching.” Your
accord inregard to theteaching has nothing to do withitstruth
or with reality inthe slightest very simply because thereisno
such thing asyour judgmental accord! You cango oninsisting
thereisand say, “Thereis, too.” All I would then admonish
you isthat whatever part of you you think isreal is contained
within the spatial/temporal identity you have givenyourself in
thisassociation. Itisimpossiblethat it be creative becauseyou
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remain perfect, even as your Father which isin Heaven is
perfect. (Matthew 5:48)

Let'sget to the possibility, just for amoment, that you, asa
physical entity of consciousness thought, can undergo an
experience whereby you can come to know your own perfect
totality. Isthat possible? Of course, how could it not be? It
would be impossible that you do not know this. I’'m looking
right at thiswith you and telling you that the certainty of thisis
contained in the possibility of it. Very simply, any possibility
must beapossibility of thetotality of itsassociation withitself,
not with the definition of itself.

Consider theliliesof thefield, how they grow, they toil not,
neither do they spin. And yet | say unto you, That even Solomon
inall hisglory was not arrayed like one of these. (Matthew 6:28-
29) They are absolutely perfect as created by God.

You say to me, “I am not alily of thefield.”
| say, what doesthat have to do with it?

May you not have a perfect thought of a perfect lily? All
you are doing is denying the perfection of the lily and of
yourself. Theadmission of the perfection of thelily would be
the admission of the perfection of everything, because
everythingisperfect as created by God, not by your definition
of the comparison of the lilies with the thorn. Do you
understand me?

So theweaknessisawaysonly in the concepts, not inthe
lily or most certainly not in any action that you may perform.
Obvioudly, any actionin regard to the separation laysadouble
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hiatuson the problem and literally becomesacancel-out where
no progressispossibleat al, becauseyou are basing your readlity
onthe effectsthat are already gone. That'swhy Jesussays, if
youlust inyour heart, if you have any sense of committing the
act, it hasaready occurred. Your denid of it, and thedeclaration
that your brother caused it, is ssimply a denia of your own
sinful, guilty, judgmental self. What adefinitiveway to teach
it! “Asamanthinketh...” isreally all I'm saying.

S0, these are the teachings of Jesus of Nazareth. The
curiosity would beif it ispossible that you could at sometime
pick this up and go out and actually teach the Sermon on the
Mount. Obviously, the human consciousness mind isin the
denial that it is an adulterer — adulterer in the sense of the
totality of denial of God and copulation with idols of hisself-
possessed mind. Any adulation is obviously a denia of the
whole eternally-creating Mind of God and of your own.

The necessity for the conceptual conglomerate to retain
the separateness will begin to astound you.

Returning to Teilhard de Chardin— all hetriestoteachis
that “Nothing is more religious than the idea of evolution.”
How much more certainty could therebethat “ ThereisaGod’
than theideathat you were separate and are returning to God?
It solvesyour whole problem of “Who, what and why am [ 7?7’

Why doesthat haveto berejected, except in thelimitations
imposed by your human consciousnessin its own conceptual
identity, denying the creative necessity of itsown mind to come
to the truth of the inclusiveness of its individual Christhood
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with God and your neighbor? Or the necessity for you to admit
to asinglewhole causation of Eternal Life?

What surprises meisthat thereligious establishment needs
to deny evolution and proclaim that God created everythingin
an instant. Not that there is an objection at all to that idea,
unless they maintain that God created evil things along with
good things, which reasonably doesn’t make any sense.

Theentirety of God creating isnot in question.

All that isin question isthe necessity for your own separate
self-existencein an eternally creative singular relationship.

You are learning, then, a new manner of thinking. Isthis
true, human beings, of you and all of thisworld? Yes! Isthat
what isgoing on inyour mind? Yes! Itisnot adefinition of
non-judgment — it isliterally amoment, aHoly Instant, when
you don'’t try to compare the previous associations with the
present ones? Yes! Itisthat smple!

So any determination of progression or accumulation of
precepts of self-conception is the falsity. This is the whole
teaching of the Coursein Miracles. You are already homein
Heaven. Noticethat it allowsfor theideathat “you might not
have been” for just amoment. Inthat moment it will declare
that “you never really left.” Which istrue? Both, of course.
The questionisnot that. The question is, who and where are
you now? | amtelling you that it'sal contained within your
own mind. Thisiswhat you are now finding very exciting.

Butintheadmission of “thereisnothing outside of you” is
therequirement for theforgivenessof your brother, quiteliteraly,
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becauseit isthe admission that hisbody formisaprojection of
your mind. That you are the cause of him! If you areindeed
the cause of him, the necessity for you to forgive him would
be obviousin perceptual association.

If you are the cause of him, you are the cause of hissin,
sicknessand death.

And as you do unto others, you do unto your self.
As you sow, SO must you reap.

These are the representative statements of Sermon on the
Mount and the admission and practice of it iswhat Sermon on
the Mount directs.

Forgivenessisonly necessary becauseyou believethat sin,
that is, separation from God, is possible and that there is a
choice in the matter. In the need to forgive, you justify the
possibility of choice. Wemust then admit to you the possibility
of choice, athough it is not true. I’m teaching now directly
from the certainty of my own singular whole reality that has
evolved through amiracul oustransformation.

It isnot true that you can choose to be separate from God,
Which is everything that is. That is not a true possibility.
Therefore, any perceptual choiceisnot so. Do you understand?

All choices will only be to “verify the separation” or to
“sustainthe single problem”, which iswhat separationis.

One problem: Separation.
One solution: Reunion.

If you never try to solve the problem of who you are, the
problem will always be solved because there is no problem.
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Any attempt to solve the problems of yourself or this world
must be contai ned within the association of your definitions of
your own self-consciousness.

(Lessons 201-220) Now, with that declaration you are
beginning to reap the harvest of the Holy Instants of Lovethat
arean inherent part of the entire structure of the Noosphere, as
our Jesuit mystic/priest teachesit. That is, an aggregate of the
astral associations of definitions of our mutual divinity that
surround usin our entirety of loveand recognition of each other
for the purpose of union with Universal Mind. He calls it
Christogenesis.

What amazes meisthat temporal prefaceswill bewritten
towhat | am saying, and spatial prefaces and augmentations of
conceptuad identitieswill verify andinterpret, intheir ownmind,
the teaching of Sermon on the Mount without the simple
admission of thewholetruth of the Christ Jesusteaching. They
are both the cause and the effect of their own identity in the
process of arevolutionary rebirth and recovery from separation
to aninstantaneousreunion with thereality of Eternal Life. Yet
this knowledge cannot not be known to each and everyone.

Behold, | shew you a mystery; We shall not all sleep, but
we shall all be changed, in a moment, in the twinkling of an
eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the
dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed.
For thiscorruptible must put on incorruption, and thismortal
must put on immortality. (I Cor 15:51-53)
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Thiswill aso beginto amazeyour awakening minds. Listen
to the inspirational instruction and direction offered by this
God-realized mind. We're quoting from Meditations with
Teilhard de Chardin published in 1988.

Asa direct consequence of the unitive process by which
God isrevealed to us, God in some way “transforms self”
when incorporatingus. So, itisnolonger a matter of ssimply
seeing God and allowing oneself to be enveloped and
penetrated by God — we haveto do more: wehavetodisclose
God (or even in onesense of theword “ complete” God) ever
morefully. All around us, and within our own selves, God is
in process of “changing” as a result of the coincidence of
God’'s magnetic power and our own Thought. As the
“Quality of cosmic Union” rises, sothebrillianceincreases,
and the glow of God's coloring growsricher.

Disclose God through our cosmic union with Him?
Be enveloped and penetrated by God?
Areyou listening?

God can in the future be experienced and apprehended
(and can even, in a true sense, be completed) by the whole
ambient totality of what we call Evolution. Thisis still, of
course, Christianity and always will be, but a Christianity
reincarnated for the second time (Christianity we might say,
squared) in the spiritual energiesof Matter.

Christ does not act as a dead or passive point of
convergence, but as a center of radiation for the energies
that lead the universe back to God through humanity, the
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layers of divine action finally come to us impregnated with
divine organic energies. Organic energy? No wonder this
Jesuit (Disciple of Jesus) had to be subdued, controlled and
contained. Listen: Not in a metaphysical but in a physical
sense, the Energy of Incarnation was to flow into, and so
illuminate and give warmth to even wider and more tightly
encircling formsof embrace. How incredible! He assertsthere
isan Omega point, aHoly Instant in space/time, where al of
thiscomestogether.

Starting from an evolutive Omega at which we assume
Christ to stand, not only doesit become possibleto conceive
Christ asradiating physically over the terrifying totality of
things, but, what ismore, that radiation must inevitably work
up to a maximum of penetrative and activating power. The
cosmic-Christ becomes cosmically possible. To sum up,
Cosmogenesisrevealsitself, along theline of itsmain axis,
first as Biogenesis and then Noogenesis, and finally
culminates in Christogenesis. Look! This is the transform-
ation and realization of your own individual objectivereality!

What kind of Jesuit theology is this? Very simply, an
admission of unqualified apostleship to the singular totality of
Jesus Christ mind. Even moresimply, “ you aretheonly living
Son of God.”

Do you understand why this teaching requires a pretense
of interpretation asaform of regjection? Holy mackerel. He's
teaching physical resurrection! It'simportant that we go on
withthis.
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There are two sides to this operation, the constructive
and the destructive; and when Christ isinstalled at Omega
Poaint it isboth thesetwo sidesthat are covered and per meated
by aflood of unitiveforce. In onegreat surge, Cosmogenesis
becomes personalized, both in the things it adds, which
centrify usfor Christ, and in the things it subtracts, which
draw usout of our own centersonto him. A current of love
isall at oncereleased, to spread over thewhole breadth and
depth of theWorld; andthisit doesasafundamental essence
which will metamorphoseall things, assimilate and takethe
placeof all. And more. Thereis, in truth, a secret message,
explanatory of thewhole of Creation, which by allowing us
to feel God in everything we do, and in everything that is
done to us (God creating all things and being born in all
things) can bring true happinessto our generation. Christis
incarnate; incarnate through the combined action of
determinant and liberating factors, and of grace. Heinsists
that our minds must perform this. You will do this with your
own act of forgiveness. Hereishisdefinition of unconditional
love:

Loveisthefreeandimaginative outflowing of the Spirit
over all unexplored paths. It linksthosewho lovein bonds
that unite, but do not destroy, causing them to discover in
their mutual contact an exaltation capableof stirringin the
very coreof their being all that they possessof “ uniqueness’
and“ creative” power. Lovealonecan uniteliving beingsso
as to complete and fulfill them, for it alone joins them by
what isdeepest in themselves. All we need istoimagine our
ability to love developing until it embracesthetotality of the
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people of the Earth. And of the Universe! Thisisa capacity
that you must acknowledge in yourself! Wow!

Purity simply denotes the more-or-less distinct manner
in which the ultimate center of their coincidence appears
above the two beingsin love. No question here of leaving
oneanother, but only of joiningin agreater than themselves.
The world does not become divine by suppression but by
sublimation. Its sanctity is not an elimination but a
concentration of the sap of the Earth. Those of you who
may still be suffering alittle bit from your attemptsto define
specia and holy relationshipsas presented by Jesusin A Course
In Miracles, and you feel somehow uneasy becauseyou have
apparently specialized in what appearsto be the uniqueness of
your need to define yourself, be not concerned.

If you have entered into this association, the admission of
the possibility of the failure of your holy relationship iswhat
affirmsit— not the affirmation of the Holy Instant.

Canyou hear this? I'll back thisup alittle.
Here'swhat we' ve been saying:

Itisn’'t necessary for you to affirm that you are holy.
You already are as God created you.

The grace of forgiveness contained in what appearsto bea
holy relationship isonly our certainty of the ultimate or total
unreality of our earthly association. We then can allow our-
selves the mistake of our continuing necessity to defineit in
some manner. Encompassed in that entirety will be the act of
forgiveness, which isactually what Loveis.
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Itisnot the definition of the mistake, but only theadmission
that matters. We areredeemed in thetotality of the admission
of our falibility, based on the certainty that you and | have
come from outside of time to perform this act of saviorship
through amiracle of forgivenessand loving service.

All holy relationships recognize the singularity and eternity
of Mind. Asyou have answered this call, there isno question
about the eternal nature of your mind, and therefore no real
guestion about any manners, however apparently unruly, in
whichweattempt toins nuateinto thisunreal world of separation.

Thisis true very simply because we are aware that our
miraculous reparation of separation, whileanecessary single
happy solution, isin reality as unreal as the problem itself.
With that, we are released from the necessity to define any
method whatsoever by which we suddenly have becomewhole
and loving with each other and the entire Universe.

You can make a mistake, but you can’t sin, because this
world of your own temporal identity isnot real. So make some
mistakeswith me. | am awhole part of your own entire solution
to the unsolvabl e problem of separation that isthe nightmare
of loneliness, pain and death, representing the nothingness of
thisworld. | guarantee you that if your dedicationisto remain
mortal and suffer and die as your own body identity, that is
exactly what you are going to do.

If you change your mind, thereisnothing inthe Universe
that can contain, restrict or prevent your decision to use the
potential of love, which isinherent in you, to come to know
you are perfect as God created you.
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In other words, use up your potential of memoriesof pain
and of loss. Don’t project them into a future of nothingness!
Don't analyzethe Love of God! Utilizeit asthewhole of your
creativereality! Your definitionsare expressionsof thelimita-
tions of the containment. If you want to be confined to your
mind, you are going to be confined to your own mind.

God only gives. So what’s your problem? Remember
healing loveisnot in your definition of thegiving, but only in
the action. Definition isaform of retention of weakness and
loss. Giving iscreativeenergy that flowsfrom youtothetotality
of Universal Mind.

All I amreally sayingisthat all of your definitionsare not
true. Do you understand? | know you have a dilemma here.
You' ve been aliar fromthe beginning. (John8:44) And certainly
you appear to be imprisoned in a cycle of self-termination
because this has been your intention. Is this true? You are
trapped inyour ownmind. If youwill let alieand truth bethe
sameidea, you will have no problem. Thetotality of thelieis
what truth is, not adefinition of what alieis.

You have been aliar fromthe beginning, but the beginning
hasnothing to do withredlity. Theideathat Life hasabeginning
isalie. If Lifeiseternd, it could not possibly have abeginning.
Thereisnowherethat the Father beginsand the Son ends. You
are at homein Heaven and have never |eft.

Your organic Energy, then, becomes Presence. And so
the possibility is disclosed for, opens out for, humanity, not
only of believing and hoping but (what is much more
unexpected and much morevaluable) of loving. Co-existing
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and co-organically with all of the past, the present and the
futureof theUniverseisin a processof concentration upon
itself. Within the reaches of your own mind. So this is an
expression of your own totally personal transformation.

Itisonly toward hyper-reflection — that isto say, hyper-
personalization — that thought can extrapolateitself. Itisa
mistake to look for the extension of our being or of the
noospherein theimpersonal (that is, the objective). In any
domain — whether it bethe cellsof the body, the members of
the society or the elements of a spiritual synthesis— union
differentiates.

Listen, this is one of the more difficult ideas you will
encounter. If you believe you are separate and returning to
wholenessremember:

“Theact of unionwill differentiate, but only initsentirety.”
“Union, asan abstraction, hasno meaning.”

Theideaof objects coming together isimpossible. Itisin
the personalization of thetotality of the uniqueness of you as
the only living Son of God that your salvation lies. In that
sense, you are “totally unique in the entirety of you.” Any
definition of that uniquenesswill bethefalsity, or theimpurity
of perceptual mind.

In every organized whole, the parts perfect themselves
and fulfill themselves. This is the whole quantum idea that
each cell containsits own wholeness, that any single thought
that you have will be perfect untoitself, and requires no other
thought whatsoever.
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Question: Can pure thoughts cometogether?
Not without joining.

If there is no separation in them, they will continue to
combine within the separation of your defined uniquenessin
recognition and celebration of the certainty of the divine
uniqueness of the entirety of you in your own mind in
relationship with Universal Mind.

In essence, what wearesayingis. You areall the separation
thereis, and you are also all thewholenessthat thereis.

Which would you rather be? Would you rather be perfect
and whole and divine as God created you? Certainly thisisan
admission possible within the power of your own mind.

Or would you prefer to remain in hell, manufactured by
you in your determination to be separate? Ah, | see thisis
becoming comprehensibleto you at last.

Thesolutionisnot outside of yourself, and obvioudy herein
is what salvation is. All separation is only an attempted
definition of Eternal Reality. Thisiswhat Tellhard intendsto
say, right hereand now, at thistime: All of your self-conceptions
areunreal.

All | am trying to get you to do is not sequence your
thoughts. Isit true that you can only have one thought at a
time? Let me see you have more than a single thought right
now. Attempts to do so are what delineate the past from the
future, yet your future is as gone as your past since it is a
continuing correlation of past thoughtform association. 1'm
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just backed up to that paradox, so you can observe adistance
between your thoughtsthat constitutes objectivereality.

The distance between your thoughtsiswhat spaceis. Itis
nothing but aseparation of ideas of form you have established
inthecalibrationsof your own mind. Itisnot true. Why?Your
world has no causation. Thereis no cause for you within the
confinement of space/time organization.

In every organized whole, the parts perfect themselves
and fulfill themselves. Itisamistaketo confuseindividuality
with personality. It'sthe only mistakeyou ever really make. |
am the only living Son of God, is not a persondlity; it isa
statement of fact. Itisnot who you think you are; itiswho you
are. Tobefully ourselvesitisin thedirection of convergence
with all therest that we must advance— “ toward the other.”
Not toward ourselves; towards the forgiveness of the
association. Not turnedin, but finally turned out. First turnin,
then turn out. First recognize yourself asthe foundation, then
extend that from you. The peak of ourselves, theacme of our
originality, is not our individuality, but our person;
“beingness” or “person itself.” ...and according to the
evolutionary structure of the world, we can only find our
person by uniting together. Since we are projections of our
own mind. Socialization means not the end, but rather the
beginning of the Era of Person. Of individual God-like
associations! That’satrue statement. Do you understand? This
is not an ecumenical movement whereby you stay separate
and define each other in your own perfection. Rather, itisthe
admission of asingle perfection of whichweall shareand are

each atotal part.
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Christianity does not ask usto live in the shadow of the
Crosshut in thefireof itscreativeaction. Thisis, indeed, an
inspirational mind!

But aboveall Jesusishewho overcomesstructurally, in
himself and in behalf of us all, that resistance to spiritual
ascent which isinevitably part of all createdreality. Heisthe
One who bears the weight which is inevitably part of all
creative reality. He is both symbol of progress and at the
same time its heroic achievement. The full and ultimate
meaning of redemption is no longer seen to be reparation
alone, but rather further passage and conquest. To Reality.
You cannot repair what isnot real! Stop trying to repair it and
you will progressto the certainty of what you are. That iswhat
thissays.

In other words, the idea of reparation is the idea of the
confirmation of separation! Of course. | amtelling you there
isnothing to repair. Aslong as you believe you can repair it,
you can givevaueto theideathat sin can beatoned for, thereby
making sin real and impossible to atone. If sin is real,
Atonement isimpossible. If thereissuch athing as separation,
thereisno such thing aswholeness.

What | want, my God, isthat by areversal of focuswhich
you alone can bring about, my terror in theface of nameless
changes destined to renew my being may be turned into an
overflowing joy at being transformed into you.

Transformed into God? Listen. Jesus is speaking: Be ye
therefore perfect, even as your Father whichisin Heaven is
perfect. (Mathew 5:48) Listen again asthis Compl ete Jesuit speaks:
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What | want, my God, isthat by a reversal of focus (what is
my attention going to be) which you alone can bring about (1
give up), my terror in the face of nameless changes (thisis
what | am faced with) destined to renew my being may be
turned into an overflowing joy at being transformed into you.

My terror of nameless changesisactualy destined to renew
my being if | will let it! Acknowledgment of my fear iswhat
my salvation is, not the avoidance of it. | am taught to livein
that fearful moment all thetime and be transformed.

| am going to deal with suffering for a moment because
Teilhard dealswith it asa Christian, asdid Jesus of Nazareth.
Seeif you can understand the necessity of suffering:

“Issuffering necessary?’

You bet! But only because you asked.

“Then suffering isnecessary?’

Of course. What about it?

“What isthe cause of suffering?’

You arethe onethat asksif suffering is necessary.
Theideaof “thisnecessity” iswhat sufferingis!

Why do you ask, unlessit is necessary for you to justify
your own suffering? Query asto necessity iswhat sufferingis.

| suppose, without reducing to sacrifice, that's the whole
question:

“Why do | haveto suffer to get this?’

Obviously becauseit isthe path you have chosen to justify
your return to Heaven out of thishell of separation.
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All | could ask you iswhy would you consider sacrificea
necessity in order to be perfect as God created you?

“What can you in separation and denial possibly contribute
to the perfection that you already must be?’

Why would giving up hell to remember Heaven beviewed
asalossor sacrifice?

What an insane upside-down perspective!

Let’s take another turn and review our historic thesis of
sufferingif it’snot sacrificial.

What a vast ocean of human suffering spreads over the
entireEarth at every moment! Of what isthismassformed?
Of blackness, gaps and rejections? No, let merepeat, it is
formed of potential energy. Theideaof potential isactually
what the suffering is, because theidea of potential istheidea
of aform of limitation. Can you hear this? You can't really
defineit as gaps; it's not really form. He says all potential is
suffering becauseit isthe need to retain yourself — objective
existence, whichisliterally what sufferingis.

“The need to define yourself iswhat sufferingis.” Thisis
the smpletruth of the whole matter. It would haveto be. You
suffer from your own existent self-association. Let’sseeif this
isadmissible. It'scalled” The Great Reversal.” Let merepedt:
Itisaformulation of potential energy. Itisamatrix of thought
formthat suffersin retention of the association of itself, separate
from God. A black hole. An ultimate impactness of creative
energy from which your expanding universe originates each
moment of time.

You are aself-definition of weaknessand vulnerability by
the reduction and retention of “possibility.” Yet, there is no
way that that potential coming from the total impactedness of
ultimate suffering — which iswhat death is, and thereis no
death— isnot fulfilledinstantly intherealization of your mind.

I n suffering, theascending force of theworldisconcealed
in a very intense form. That's the idea of sacrifice. In
suffering, theascending force of theworld — theinevitability
of your return—isconcealed in avery intenseform. Andis
what? Justified by your necessity to exist.

Thiswholeworld depends on suffering in order to sustain
itself intheinevitable processof itsreturnto God. It literally
suffersby the necessity to beapotential of future possibility in
the constraint of sequential space/time instead of simply
admitting that none of my potential means anything if | am
perfect as God created me.

The whole question is how to liberate it and give it a
consciousness of itssignificance and potentialities. How can
weboth liberateit and giveit aconsciousness of itssignificance
— in other words, why suffer if it'snot for apurpose?

And you would say to me, “1 must suffer for a purpose,”
and begin to suffer.

But the more you suffer, the more I’'ll ask, why is that
necessary for you if God is perfect and whole?

Obviously you respond, “No pain, no gain.”

I”’m not going to take the necessity for you to “bottom out”
away from you. I’'m just suggesting that you understand you
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are always at your own bottom or point of return to God if
“You Will it be so” that “His Will be done.” Admitting this
world is hopeless is where your conversion to light occurs.
You are always and only at the place and time where thetotal
conversion of youispossible.

Timelasted but an instant in your mind, with no effect upon
eternity. And soisall time past, and everything exactly asit
was before the way to nothingness was made. (Chapter 26)

You continue to suffer by the necessity to associate time
with eternity. Indeed, that’swhat sufferingis; you are separate
from God, and you're lonely and you're alone in al the
Universe. If being separate from God isnot suffering, what is
it? Not only isthat so, but to you itisvery real. You are what
sufferingis. You don’t definelove, you define mannersin which
you can retain your own suffering. Do you hear me?

This world is nothing but a manner of justifying the
necessity for you to suffer. You call that love! Swear nottodie,
you holy Son of God! You make a bargain that you cannot
keep. The Son of Life cannot be killed. What he is cannot be
changed. (chapter 29) You pretend that everyone must suffer so
they can succeed in the denial of the inherent evolutionary
process that’'s going on in them. In other words, you have
invented timeto keep from remembering the singleterrifying
moment when you imagined you were separate from God.

You invented distance to protect your worship of death.
Thisworldisnot what Lifeis!
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Obvioudly | have offered you the totality of the solution,
and obviously you have accepted it! Not only isthat so, but |
am telling you flat out that it is impossible that you did not
accept it. All of your potential was never going to be redl
anyway. Not only that, but each moment you can useit up and
liveinthe glory of your own mind as God. And that moment
will have absolutely nothing to do with the manner by which
you came to know this. My teaching, then, becomes totally
meaningless. The truth is, there is no perceptual manner by
which you may return and remember Eternal Life!

All Jesus or any demonstration of Singular Reality could
ever offer you isthetotality of your own perfectionin God.

Thisis not acceptableto you. But it will be, and was!
If it were, you wouldn’'t be here. And you' re not!

Each moment that it isacogptabletoyou, youareliterdly not
herel

| am hereto tell you that you are not here.
You need the practice of living “ not here.”
Thereisno such place asthis!

Most of you have evolved very ssimply to the recognition
that thereisnoworld. You don’t know quitewhat to do withit,
though you certainly areteaching that theworldisn’t true. Your
joy and happiness and freedom of mind is in extending the
hedling Light and Loveof God. Your gratitudefor your freedom
at last from the bondage of the meani ngless sel f-possessions of
your conceptual mind is the Light the world has longed to
behold. Your potential for sufferingissimply all used up!
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The world would leap high towards God if all the sick
together were to turn their pain into a common desire that
the kingdom of God should come to rapid fruition through
the conquest and organization of the Earth. Through the
admission of thetotality of themselves. If we' regoing to share
pain together, let’sshareit for apurpose. “If you are going to
stand with me to go to God,” Jesus says, “let’s stand for a
purpose.” Let’sstand for the necessity of our convictionswithin
our own mind so we can join in theinevitability of our return
to God. Inthat, thereis contained the structure of “ amansion
inmy Father’ shouse.” (John14:2) Andinthat you are segregated
by your uniguenessin yourself through the transformation of
your own mind and body to the certainty that you are perfect
as God created you. You are born again! Put out your hand,
and see how easily the door swings open with your oneintent
to go beyond it. Angels light the way, so that all darkness
vanishes, and you are standing in a light so bright and clear
that you can under stand all things you see. (Lesson 131)

May all the sufferers of the Earth join their sufferings,
so that the world’'s pain might become a great and unique
act of consciousness, elevation and union. All thissaysis,
you haveto admit that you arein acontinuing cycleof struggle
and resistance and rejection of the Eternal Redlity of Happiness
and Lovethat youredly are. All it saysis, thereisno solution
to your problem because your problem of separation from
Eternal Reality does not exist.

And remember at the moment of no solution there is a
spontaneous correction that occurs. It occurs simultaneously
at that moment, not in the definition of what that moment is,
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because the definition of what that moment is, is what time
and spaceare. Canyou hear this? Simultaneoudy “it happens.”
Obvioudly thereisno such thing asa*“ simultaneousevent” in
a sequential cause-and-effect relationship. Simultaneous
becomes aparadox of the necessity for the definition, doesn’t
it? Just as Newtonian Physics trying to explain the action of
Quantum Reality.

Do not braceyoursalf against suffering. Tryto closeyour
eyes and surrender yourself, asif to a great loving energy.
This attitude is neither weak nor absurd, it isthe only one
that cannot lead us astray. Try to “seep,” with that active
sleep of confidence which isthat of the seed in the fields of
winter. You are growing each moment. Healers!

Till thevery end of time matter will alwaysremain young,
exuberant, sparkling, newborn for those who are willing.
Thisisnothing but the conversion of your cellular body. Till
the very end of time matter will always remain young,
exuberant, sparkling, newborn for thosewho arewilling...to
let it be, rather than being trapped into the necessity to die.
Your littlewillingness allowsthe cellular reassociation of your
“placeintime” without the necessity of the definition of the
longevity that you presson your body in your determination to
liveinthelimitationsof your cellular causeand effect. Of course!

Because we are born and live in the very heart of this
thing that ishappening, westill find it quite natural not only
to think with ourselves but also, inevitably, to think with all
other persons at the same time: In other words, we can’t
move a finger without finding ourselves involved in the
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construction of atotal human act that includes what we see
and what we make. And what we do and what we are.

What asimple solution that in “every act of giving” isthe
totality of the creative energy of the Love of God.

In that process, in each thing that we do in which we do
not formulate and demand attention to our limitation, we are
divine. It isimpossible if thereis a God, that all acts are not
divine.

If I can teach you not to attempt to define the actions in
your need to participate and distinguish between your acts,
you will beginto teach the Sermon onthe Mount, which allows
you to admit that the causation is only contained within your
own mind. Thenforgivenessisvery smple. You aredoing this
but to yourself.

“Asaman thinketh” describes the Sermon on the Mount.
Isthat true? Yes! What goes around will come around. If you
put it out thereand cause pain, you aregoing to get it back. Why
doesn’t anybody believethat? They do, but only to the extent
that they can justify the continuation of the necessity for it.

There is nothing in the Universe that can stop you from
being what you pretend to beif you so choose, because nothing
in the Universe knows anything about you. Come on, I'm
reminding you of thelonely exclusion that you must befeeling
inyour own isolation from Eternal Life!

You attempt to share the separation with other associations
of the projections of your own mind. That isimpossible. You
can'’t share separation. Separation isentrapment in space/time.
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You can make up thingsthat share the separation, but you can’'t
make them true because separation isnot true.

| begin to distinguish the arrangement-curve... not the
gentledrift towardsequilibriumandrest, but theirresistible
“Vortex” which spinsintoitself, alwaysin thesamedirection,
the whole Stuff of things, from the most simple to the most
complex: spinningitinto ever more comprehensiveand more
astronomically complicated nuclei. And the result of this
structural torsion isan increase of CONSCIOUSNESS, Or arise
in psychictemperature. A risein psychictemperature? These
are attemptsby Teilhard to expresstheincreasing intense new
passionsof an al-new creative awarenessinto which hismind
has entered. Much of which began with his“intolerablelitter-
bearer experiences’ during the slaughter called World War 1.
What heisexpressing isadeath episode that he experienced.
What avivid realization!

So, inreview, we have been directing our attention to the
testimony of Jesus Christ wherein He declares that “ your
kingdomis not of thisworld,” and asaresurrected man, with
the certainty of Hisown totality with God, He directsyou from
Hiswhole mind to the certainty that you are whole with Him.
Sinisonly man’'soriginal ideaof separation from God. This
world istheresult of your ideaof sin. Your own mindisonly
the whole containment of the guilt of separation. The wages
of sinisdeath. (Romans6:23)

Thereisno admissionintheentire Covenant of Atonement
through Jesus Christ of any possibility that sin (separation from
God) isreal and can happen. You cannot die and Jesus proved
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it! If you are viewing it that way, you are intentionally
misinterpreting it, just asyou will misrepresent His message of
resurrection asthe necessity to suffer and diein order to become
perfectly eternal. Obviously that isthe antithesis of the proof
of Eternal Lifethat Jesus demonstrates!

If | stood beforeyou and said to you: | amyour resurrection
and your life, and whosoever liveth and believeth in me shall
never die (John11:26), what possiblejustification would there be
for you to continue to suffer within the cyclical reasoning of
your conceptual self? What reason for the necessity to
terminate what you call life, in order to justify a temporal
existence which isnot necessary or even possible? Thisisthe
whole problem with attempting to teach His simpletestimony
of Love and Forgiveness. It'samazing.

Theattraction of death holdsyou in that bondage. But the
admission of thetotality of resurrection, asaChrigtian, isliterally
what your salvationis.

Did Jesus Christ really rise up to Heaven?
Of course!

Thenwhat areyou doing here, Christians? Hethat believeth
onme, theworksthat | do shall hedo also; and greater works
than these shall he do; because| go unto my Father. (John 14:12)
If Herose, you’ ve gone along with Him! Why do you attempt
to continueto suffer your own self-inflicted crucifixion when
the entire propitiation, by your own faith-filled admission, has
been accomplished?

Thisworld is over and gone and never was.

Many of you are experiencing the brilliantly thrilling
microcosmic event of body transfiguration.

It's time for your resurrection! It’'s time to stand up and
teach thisto the Christian establishment. Let’stry it. They may
become very angry with you and attack you very simply
because of the necessity for themto continueto” takethe useless
journeytothecross,” asJesusteachesitinthe Course— The
Last Useless Journey — the idea that you would have to
sacrifice something to be whole and perfect as God created
you. It'ssimply not true.

Did we make some progress with this Bible lesson today?
Wewent alittle astray, but only so you can seethe paradoxical
impossibility of my teaching you perceptually of this. | have
offered you thefact of thismatter through my own recognition
of singular Self-awareness and you have accepted it. This
worldisimpossibleand doesnot exist! Separationfrom Eterna
Lifeisimpossible! Thiswill berevealed to you through your
ownrevelation. | am reminding you of the simpletruth of who
you are as a part of the whole eternal Love that is God and
youl.

Your denial of it will not makeit lesstrue. Everyone must
come to know there is no world. There is no such thing as
objectiveredlity. Therearen't different kindsof life. That'sthe
fact of the matter. Thisis the sole purpose of resurrection.
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Your own awakening will instantly confirm that you are not a
part of thefearful insanity of thisplaceintime. Obvioudy those
who cling to any purposewhatsoever, intheir necessity tojustify
thisspot of suffering, pain, lonelinessand death, will appear to
remain separate from God. But notinreality. Remember: A
slaveto deathisawilling slave.

L et those who can hear, hear. | am releasing you from the
contingenciesof your old non-existent self-constructed identity.
You may still be very fearful of this simple message of total
forgivenessand Love. But thefact isyou did awaken, through
your own Christ Mind, fromtheamnesiaof your false, temporal
redlity.

It is impossible that | am not directing you to a perfect
awareness of whole eternal Self that we share with Universal
Mind through a transformative process of enlightenment of
your own self-identified body/mind.

Sermon on the Mount is the greatest and only threat that
the human condition could ever experience. It teachesyou to
love your enemies so you can discover you don’'t have any!
Isn’t that amazing.

Areyou going to consider the truth of this Covenant of the
Love of God for His creations?

Until this moment you have had no intention of doing so.
It'smuch too uncompromising asthe compl ete opposite of your
intentionsto justify the existence of your own sick, suffering,
dying self. Isn'tit strangethat you crucify Him ssmply because
of Hiscertainty and declaration that the establishments of this
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world are totally meaningless, and you are perfectly whole
and loving as God created you!

Why would you insanely retain your resentment against
God for not recognizing your dream of separation? Shame on
you! Shame on those of you who continue to be resentful
becauselifeisperfect and whole and the universeisone act of
Eternal Lovethat isall-inclusive of anything and everything
that ever was, isor could be.

| can’t do anything about your denial of perfect Love. This
istrue because it’strue, not because anyone or anything says
so. Your dream of deathisover. You havelost the necessity of
the defense of your own * self-nothingness.”

“Thebeginning of timeistheadmission of itsending.” All
your pain and suffering is only a misappropriation and false
application of eternally-creating Mind. The solution occurs
when you can no longer tolerate your own miserable,
possessive, salf-justificationin order tokeep re-livingthesingle
moment of terror that seemed to validate your separation from
the eternal Love of God. Father, into thy hands | commend
My spirit. (Luke23:46)

Thank you for this gathering. You are beginning to
communicateat |ast. Remember, communication must bewhole
tobereal.

Thanks for letting me compare the paradox of the idea of
“entirety of possibility” with theinstantly available evidence
of amindful fruition of “actsof singular inclusiveness’ it can
and will engender. (“What’sthat again? Ohwell...)
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Where, in your own arrangement of existent mind, have
you decided to retain and protect some temporal potential in
order to augment your possibility of continuing cyclesof life
and death? Of sequential time and space?

Timeisnot sequential. I’m teaching you thereisasingle
incarnation of mind and body, and it is going on right now.
There is no link of memory to the past. You can and must
remember the“right hereand now.” Theideaof reincarnation
can only be arepetition of adetermination not to admit to the
entirety of your ownmind. Letyour “re” beall thetime. You
will remainamoment “incarnate,” and all timewill be over. It
is impossible to leave this continuum through so-called
“physical death.” Thereisno such thing astermination of life.
At no single moment does your body exist at all.

The admission of thetotality of your desperate surrender
will rapidly accelerate your conversion to wholeness. Don't
establish afalse bottom of desperation (Biblically: your own
Gethsemane at your own Calvary), and try to justify another
cycleof futileworldly existencethat isalways* only over and
gone.” You will be trapped in the progression of your own
mind as it awakens from this nightmare. Don’t do it! Your
timeisup. Your enactment of another crucifixion will not avail.

You' veforgotten you are already resurrected!

Try to stay in your single moment of fear all thetime.
Salvation isdying each moment. Try to stay dead.
You' re dead anyway, and are resurrecting!

There is a whole world of direct instantaneous
communication with the redlity of your Creative Source going
onal around you.

Each moment that you admit to “no solution,” the solution will
bethere. You follow the admonitions of the apostle Paul when
he says: | die daily. (1 cor 15:31) Here is where your happiness
abides. Here and now you escape this little box of time and
gpace. Inthislearning is salvation born: | do not know the
thing | am, and therefore do not know what | amdoing, where
| am, or how to look upon the world or on myself. And What
I amwill tell me of Itself. (Chapter 31)

If I have any problem with this, | will remember: | do not
know what anything, including this, means. And so | do not
know how to respond to it. And | will not use my own past
learning as the light to guide me now. (Chapter 14)

Thewhole teaching is, you only have today. Today well-
lived will be the only time that you ever have. So dieinto the
eternal Mind of God each moment and you will livein Paradise
forever. That is a literal truth. Don’t sequence your time
association. We' velearned this, haven't we? Liveoneday a a
time. We literally had to learn “Today is the only time there
is.” Wethought our old past memories had meaning. Now we
seethat they had only locked usin anillusionary continuity of
“temporal self-existence.”

Thisworld begins and ends only through forgivenessand
non-judgment one day at atime. “ Today | am going to get up,
and | am going to take this Lesson Book called A Course In
Miracles— it says“my thoughtsaren’t real,” “that thisworld
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isn't real,” and “that I’ m still perfect as God created me” —
and I’'mgoingtoturntoit and performwhat | must have decided
somewhereintimeto undertake and complete.”

That “my happiness in a complete dependence on God”
goes beyond expression. Since | am the cause of thisworld,
thisworldwill increasingly disappear into its own nothingness
asmy Trueldentity emergesintheLight of HisEterna Love.
Not because of my doing, but by a miraculous undoing.

| need do nothing because thereis nothing “ need be done.”
| amnot abody, | amfree. For | amstill asGod created me.

That's our Sunday School for today. What a joyful relief
that your salvation isso magnificently uncompromising. You're
just going to have to let the dead bury their dead. (vatthew 8:22)
Not because | say so, but only because that’stheway itis.

Quit trying to determinethrough somejustification of your
own association with yourself the outcome you want to be
true in your own mind. | am offering you, and you accept in
the certainty of wholemind, that all of your outcomesaretotally
meaningless, and all conclusionary outcomes are totally
senseless and have no meaning. Thereisno such thing as an
“outcome” to Creative Mind; itisan eternal extension of Itself.

Paradoxical thinking isstrangeto your mind. What we are
saying isthat our very teaching, itself, is, in actuality, not true.
The mechanisms that | am offering you to employ are only
becauseyou believeit ispossibleto be separate from Singular
Reality, and that is obviously why | am rejected as ateacher.
And why Jesus of Nazareth isrejected as a savior. And most
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certainly why your separate existent identity (your ego) has
rejected the awakening call from your holy eternal Self.  Jesus
testifiesfor you the utterly simple certainty that: Truthistrue
and nothing elseistrue.

Not only that, but al of your perceptual devicesarea denid
of the whole reality of a Single Truth. This is how Jesus
represents you with his Covenant of eternal life. Stop being
divisveinthis!

Thewhole Sermon on the Mount isnothing but don’t judge!
Don't swear to anything. As you give, you will receive. As
you condemn, you will be condemned. Asyou think, you will
be. Thereisnothing outside of you.

Simply include your self-concepts in with your own
eternaly-creating reality.

That'sal right asan Atonement principle, but at what point
do you begin to realize the power of your own mind by the
relinquishment, through non-defense, of your maintenance of
self-termination? That’s what we are teaching — it is more
than just a surrender, it's more than just a supplication; it is
rather an admission that you are whole and perfect.

Of course, the simple statement rejected by the world is
that “your reality is atotal dependence on God.” Is that so?
Yes! If your eternal creative reality is a dependence on God,
why do you then continue to depend on your own devices?
Ah, the question appearsto vaidate your mechanismsof mind!
Doesn'tit? Thisyouwill embracebecause| have authenticated
the possibility of your devices as a means by which “you do
not will with God!” Animpossible proposition!
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This is the paradox. The method by which you must be
taught appearsto offer you choi ce because you believe choice
is possible. Your only choice is simply to “deny your own
denial.” Then this world will disappear and be gone forever
because no part of it was ever real — not because a part of it
wasreal by whichyou could determine an outcomethat justifies
your separation. Until you can cometo know that, no progress
canbemade. If thisissurrender to God, so beit. | suggest you
begin to positively assert, using the power of Mind, that the
realization of al of your love and happiness originatesthrough
your total dependence on your Creator! You suffer from an
authority problemthat isliterally killing you. You did not make
yourself!

You havelearned through pain that whenever you depend
on yourself it doesn't work. More and more you have
experienced themiracle of turning your will and your life over
to God and receiving the gratification that the problem was
solved in away heretofore unbelievable to you, to the point
where you joyfully discover that salvation is nothing but a
totally “unbelievable solution to an unreal problem!” Thisisa
description of revelation. Here you are in the high metamor-
phosis of your cellular reassociation with the light and love
that isall around you.

Thisisthe New Christian Church of Full Endeavor. The
New Christians are only expressions of the certainty of your
uncompromising love of God and each other. Thisisthesimple
message of our savior Jesus. We are teaching Christianity —
the return of Jesus of Nazareth asyour Coursein Miracles.
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Jesuswould loveto have you realize and affirm that your
Coursein Miraclesistheinevitable conclusivetotaity of mind
of the “so-called historic Jesus of Nazareth,” because that is
the entiretruth of the matter.

Your fear of doing thisisyour fear of being assaulted by
theworld that isall about you. | can’t do anything about that.
If you can’t see, or refuseto see or hear through denial or self-
possession, or simply find “no problem” in your present
existence of loneliness, pain and loss, so it will be with you.
What is the sense in offering this simple ultimate solution to
you when you have no need of if?

ACourselnMiraclesisonly al about your ownresurrection
through the New Testament of our savior Jesus Christ.

Jesus only taught unconditional love, or the certainty that
you are whole and perfect as God created you. This is
reasonably irrefutable except by apparent objectivereality. Of
coursethisworld objectsto total unconditional love, but only
because* any timeand place” isthedenia of it; not becauseit
isdenied by any particular meansor fashion, but only because
you, individually, have denied it in your own self-conceptual
mind. “ Temporal existenceisthedenia of eternal life.”

Asyou changeyour mind, you will seetheworld changing,
not injoining in the uniqueness of you, but in the assertion by
you of your individual uniqueness in the certainty of the
discovery that you do not belong to and are not part of this
time and place. You will discover that you are whole as God
created you only through your personal illumination and
transformation. You will be born again!
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| know a lot of you are going to broadcast that we are
teaching aggregate definitions of anew kind of redlity. You are
dead wrong. | amtelling you that you arethetotal cause of the
Universe. All of the associations of separation are contained
only in your own mind.

See how easy the solution is. And whatsoever thou shalt
bind on earth shall be bound in heaven; and whatsoever thou
shalt loose on earth shall beloosed in heaven. (Matthew 16:19) |f
this is not true, no solution is going to be possible. The
admission of that is very painful to you because you are the
cause of your own pain. | can do nothing about that. But as
you evolveto the certainty that you are the causation, you will
no longer want thelonely isolation of ameaninglesstime and
placethat wasthe structure of separation from Life.

Your evolution to the certainty of your own singular Self-
reality will heal the sick and raise the dead. The salvation of
thisworld depends on you. You brought this world with you
when you cameand it will disappear asyou ascend to Heaven.

There is, as we say, a very serious authority problem
contained within your own definition of yourself. Very early
in the Course, Jesus says that, as ridiculous as it seems, you
hold grievances in order to be in competition with eternally
creating Mind. Youfail very smply because God knowsnothing
of your hallucination of separation. Your conflict with your
Creator, even unto death, istotally meaningless. Itisonly from
your own self-entrapment of space/timethat you are escaping.

For many of you, at last, this is far beyond conceptual
instruction from Jesus, or from me, or yourself, or anyone.
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You have emerged as a complete, new Self-lIdentity. It isa
presence of holinessinwhich you are*participating in entirety
each moment,” rather than some old manuscript of conceptual
mind about something that happened athousand years ago or
ishappening athousand yearsfrom now. All that is passed away.

Remember: Thereisnoworld without you! Thereisnothing
outside of you. Outside of you thereisnothing. Of courseitis
fearful! Soletit be”joyfully fearful” that finally you aretaking
a step into the unknown in the growing certainty that the
unknown must be Love rather than fear. If thereis aWhole
Anything, everywhere or anywhere, why couldn’t and
shouldn’t It just aswell be wholly lovable rather than totally
fearful? Don't forget: Thereisno Heaven without you either!

So wetakethisjourney together. We had lost our way for
amoment but now we' re back on track and Jesusiswith us.
